_ To tone up the discipline of the school and
inculeate good codes of discipline, we have
energised the Prefectorial system in the
§chool. That is the system currently prevalent
in the Indian public schools. But our systems
does not aim to encourage the bullying, pun-
ishment drills, harassment etc. All these are
taboos here. We are trying to present the sys-
tem after being screened by our Discipline
Committee. We are subject to evaluation and
review from time to time.

Our morning assembly also is an exercise in
the best of the school assemblies of our coun-
try, if I am not boasting of. Our day starts with
the contemplation listening to classical ragas,
bhajan by Saint Kabir Das, some vocal or in-
strumental recital by great maestros as a part
of meditation. The best selected prayers are
sung by the School Choir, followed by the Class
Assemblies where each class takes its own turn.
Students read out the daily news items,
thought for the day, poem in Hindi/ Malayalam
/ Tamil, a passage by Shakespeare etc. All stu-
dents get their turn to face the school audi-
ence and say his or her own view point. Not
only students, our teachers also do not lag be-
hind. They also talk to students once a week in
the morning assembly as a package of the con-
templation talks on Moral & Value education.
Teachers also deliver their thoughts on life,
education, philosophy, religion etc. to other
members of staff once a week.

To give the students new type of exposure
through various adventurous activities, encour-
age their self-dependence & make them coura-
geous, school has introduced the International
Award For Young People, mainly known in UK
and other places as Duke of Edinburgh’s Award
Scheme (already popular among students and
youngsters in more than 100 countries).

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TABLE TENNIS

Introduction

Table Tennis, game played on a table, by
tW(_) or four contestants, with a small, light-
weight celluloid bal] and small rackets, often

called bats or paddles. The table is 9 ft. by 5

ft. (2.74 m by 1.52 m) with its upper surface
30 In. (76 cm) above the floor. The table is di-
vided Into opposing courts by a net 6 in. (15.24
¢m) high and a white stripe, running length-
Wise down the center. The white celluloid ball
1s hollow; it is about 1.5 in. (3.81 cm) in diam-
eter and about 0.88 oz (2.5 g) in weight. The
rackets may be any shape but usually are oval
and made of wood, faced with rubber or sponge
that.may be pimpled or smooth.

Like tennis, table tennis involves hitting
the ball back and forth over the net until one
of the players misses the ball, or hits it into
the net or off the table; in each of these cases
the opponent scores a point. To serve prop-
erly, a player holds the ball on the flat, out-
stretched palm of the hand, then throws it
up and strikes it as it falls. The ball must
then hit the table on the server’s side of the
net first, where upon play continues as in ten-
nis, but the ball must hit the table before be-
ing returned by a player. When a serve
touches the net but is otherwise a good serve,
itis called a “let” and played over. One player
serves until 5 points have been scored, after
which the opponent serves for the next 5
points. The player who first scores 21 points
wins a game. If the score is tied at 20 - all,
deuce, the service changes after every game
(and also when one player reaches 10 in the
deciding game of the match).

History

Most authorities agree that table tennis is
of English origin and that it was first played
with improvised equipment on dining-room
tables. Around 1900, when celluloid balls be-
gan to replace rubber and cork balls, the
game became very popular in England_and
the U.S. Early manufactured sets were called
Gossimar, Whiff - Whaff, and, more com-
