out of which 5 have secured Distinctions.

In Xth Std. 22 students appeared for the exam,

the school registered 9 Distinctions, 10 First

Classes and 2 second classes.

EAPSC-SAHODAYA honoured these boys in July
in a function at Ernakulam.

[ am happy to inform you that almost all our Old
students are pursuing different courses success-
fully in different Colleges and Universities around
the country, and 1997 should see the First set of
Graduates!

We now have a very modern Computer Lab with
14 computers, matching the most modern re-
quirements. All students from the age of 8 are
now getting to be computer literate, thus ensur-
ing that our physical isolation does not put us
behind the world in any way. We are grateful to
Tata Tea lor responding to our needs very
promptly by providing 7 new computers.

We continue to participate in National Level Gen-
eral Knowledge and other competitions as also
organising 4 G.K. Tests for all classes in the
School itself.

20 students won Merit Awards for the PCM Schol-
arship exam 1996 conducted from Cochin.

18 students got Merit Certificates in the ACIF
G.K. Test conducted from Jaipur.

Anna Jacob (Std. X) got the 3rd prize in the State
level Essay Contest in Tourism. She won a cash
prize of Rs. 1000/ - and numerous books on Tour-
ism for her effort from the Govt. of Kerala.
Many students participated successfully in a
Quiz Competition organised by the Kurinji So-
cial Circle, State Bank of Travancore, Munnar.
The School has been inter-acting fairly actively
with other schools at various levels but clearly
there is a need for greater exposure. That's one
reason why the Annual Day has been brought
forward so that we have more opportunities in
October and November for Inter-School events.
We have even started an exchange programme
and will be sending about 20 students to Ma-
dras in December on a reciprocal basis with The
Hindu Senior Secondary School.

Our Scouts & Guides have continued to do well
by winning the Belliappa Rolling Trophy at the
27th District Rally. Many won individual prizes
too.
Jiju M. Paul (Std. XI) won the Best Trooper's

Badge at the Trocomlore Troop Company ]ez_ad-
ers Camporette at Trichur in December 1993.
In a significant change in The School Adminis-
trative structure, Mr. K. Srinivasan. Dean of Stud-
ies was promoted into the Executive cadre. tl‘ins
has helped to strengthen the academic monitor-
ing. Also. a surer sign of stability in the school
has been that none of the regular teachers have
left in the last one vear. On the other hand Ms.
Punitha and Mr. Denzil Netto have joined us as
regular teachers for Computer Science.

The teachers have been excelling in different
fields too. Ms. Asha Chandran has been ap-
pointed as a resource person for the CBSE-ELT
Curriculum Project in conjunction with CIEFL
Hyderabad. She is now trained to conduct En-
glish Language Workshops which is very credit-
able,

Mrs. Meena Swamy and Mr. M.V. Narayanan rep-
resented the school in a Teachers’ Debate Com-
petition on Teachers Day at Alwaye, and Mrs.
Meenaswamy was adjudged the best debator.
They also won the Rolling Trophy and did the
school proud.

Many other teachers have been participating in
different academic workshops.

The Principal continues to keep the school and
Company flag flying by doing well in Cricket and
Tennis at the UPASI Sports Meet.

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A SEMINAR ON - THE BIODIVERSITY OF MUNNAR

In connection with the centenary celebrations of
Kannan Devan Tea, Tata Tea sponsored a National
seminar on Bio-diversity of the High Ranges on 2nd
October 1996 at The High Range School, Madupatty.
Eminent environmentalists, scientists and government
officials in the field of conservation and environment
preservation attended the function. The Kannan Devan
Nature Club members from 17 colleges all over Kerala
had an enlightening experience. Even 12 of our Na-
ture Club members participated in the seminar.

The function was inaugurated by the Chief Justice of
Kerala, Mr. U.P. Singh. In his inaugural address he
called for a cooperation culture where a happy coex-
istence of minerals, plants, animals and humans is pro-
moted. Noted omithologist and founder member of
World Wild life Fund - India Mr. Zafar Futechally pre-
sided over the function. Former Environment secre-
tary Mr. M.K. Ranjit Singh and Tata Tea chief Execu-
tive Director Mr. M.H. Ashraff also spoke on the
occassion.

There were in all 17 paper presentations. Some of the
papers had slide shows which made it more informa-
tive. Did you know that there were 30 species of higher
plants belonging to 60 families in High Ranges? There
are 92 species of orchids in our midst. Very few at-
tempts have been made to document fauna of this re-
gion. About 100 species of birds have been reported
from Eravikulam National Park. Roughly there are 31
species of reptiles and 11 species of amphibians. The
most endangered species of the fauna in the High
Ranges is the Nilgiri Tahr.

During the concluding session lots of resolutions were
passed. The seminar wanted the merger of Kodaikanal
and Anaimudi reserve forests into Eravikulam National
Park, basically to protect the Nilgiri Tahr. The seminar
resolved, to request the state government not to re-
open the Kodai- Munnar road, to request the forest
department to do the needful to maintain the Shola
grass lands and to work towards keeping the High
Range a plastic bag-free area.

The seminar was a real eye opener for all of us. The
forests of High Range have been subjected to lot of
human interference. As a result it is steadily diminish-
ing and deteriorating. We as members of the Nature

Club should try and conserve the bio-diversity heri-
tage of this region. Otherwise Munnar will go the way
of Ooty and Kodaikanal and become a concrete jungle.
Like all other endangered species nature’s bounty will
be endangered by auman interference if some drastic
steps are not taken to preserve it in our land - Munnar.
